All copies are to be 88 pages please. All books to be covered and both books and  
 copies to have your child’s name marked clearly on the front please. 

  Also 4 pencils, an eraser, sharpener, a blue pen, red pen, a long ruler, big pritt stick, 
  colouring pencils and three A4 display folders with 40 plastic pockets. 
 
Extras  School Requisites, Swimming, Book Rental. See details below. 
 
 
In the past there had been a practice of collecting money throughout the school year for various bits 
and pieces as the need arose. We have decided to keep the cost of the one-off payment at €20 per 
child to cover the cost of art & craft materials, photocopying, standardised tests, your child’s 
homework journal, pupils personal accident insurance and postage of school reports etc. for the 
year. When giving this to your child please put it in an envelope with your child’s name on it and 
€20 for “School Requisites” on the front please. 
 
We are including the cost of swimming for the coming year on the book list. 6th Class will go 
swimming for 10 sessions at a cost of €6 per session. The total cost of €60 can be paid weekly or 
preferably as a one-off payment. If you prefer to pay weekly, we collect for two weeks (€12) at the 
beginning and this must be paid before the first session. Again, when giving this to your child please 
put it in an envelope with your child’s name on it and amount being paid for “Swimming” on the 
front please. 
 
If you are paying for the school book rental scheme please put this in a separate envelope with your 
child’s name on it and “Book Rental” on the front please. 
 
N.B. Please do not combine money for brothers or sisters in one envelope. If at all possible 
please pay for each child separately to that child’s teacher. This is much more convenient for the 
school. We appreciate your cooperation in this matter. 
 
Your child also needs an old adult shirt for painting and indoor shoes (we strongly advise a canvas 
shoe with a rubber sole or plimsoll). 
 
If your child was not baptised in Leighlin Parish, please send in a copy of his/her Baptismal 
Certificate for use in relation to their Confirmation. Thank you. 
 
Please ensure that your child’s name is on all possessions to ensure prompt return of lost 
property.
